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Exceptional Family Member Program (EFMP)screenings for command sponsorship, if not done properly bring forth frustration, aggravation and place a showstopper for all Soldiers requesting command sponsorship/Family Travel.

1) FOR STATESIDE SCREENING, the Families must coordinate with an ARMY Medical Treatment Facility (MTF) OR Hospital (EFMP section) to ensure success.  This said, after Families coordinate with an ARMY MTF/Hospital; this clinic will send additional questionnaires to the Families to take to the provider doing the screening.  They may be told to go to the nearest military (any service) installation if within one hour, or they may be told to go to a civilian medical provider.

Once the Family is seen by a provider, the Family must send back all documents to the Army MTF/hospital (Stateside) for them to do the ARMY EFMP review.  It is at this point where the paperwork is stamped.  If Families skip this process and send the paperwork directly to their Soldiers to process for command sponsorship here at Vilseck, then they will be in for a surprise because their paperwork will be sent back to the closest MTF/Hospital in the US for review.  DO NOT SEND YOUR EFMP PAPERWORK TO VILSECK, SEND IT OR TAKE IT TO YOUR LOCAL MEDICAL TREATMENT FACILITY OR HOSPITAL’S EFMP SECTION!!!!!!
2) MTFs here in Vilseck and Graf will not stamp any paperwork for which the screening was done in the US.  If you try to do that, you will be more aggravated and the process will be delayed even more.

Finally, there are times when Families are here visiting Vilseck and may be screened here, or times where Families are in other countries outside the US, etc.  There are a number of different scenarios so just ask and he will do his best to take care of Soldiers and their Families.
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
